MEETING SUMMARY
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I. Call to Order – at 8:05 a.m.  Marcia Ruttenberg chaired the meeting.
II. Review Meeting Summary – Reviewed.  
III. Discuss Purpose of the Committee – Marcia read the Mission Statement:   
This critical committee will be responsible for improving the visibility and images of both the One Stop and WIB, making better inroads into the business community, establishing a stronger presence for the WIB, and generally being able to become an influence for the course of workforce development in Southern Arizona.

The attendees read their 20-second WIB Introductions (Elevator Speech) .  Marcia – The Workforce Investment Board supports career education and job opportunities through Pima County One Stop and other Pima County community-based organizations.  Employers find workers for their company needs and people seeking jobs gain new skills and find work through these programs.  Cheryl Gary – Quality Jobs for Quality workers.  To strengthen the economy of Pima County by providing a qualified workforce through the One Stop systems.  Jim Zarling – Free One Stop Services.  Clayton Hamilton – The Workforce Investment Board helps set policy for the One Stop System which is the principal workforce development entity for the Southern Arizona region which provides services to the disadvantage populations and currently is looking for ways to do a better job of connecting skilled employees into the workforce.  Marcia Roberts suggested that the introduction be very brief and have wording that people will remember.  
IV. Potential Ideas
Marcia asked the committee which method they preferred Speaker Bureau or Email Newsletter.  The committee agreed that the Email Newsletter would be the best method for communicating; however there still needs to be presentations at selected businesses.  Dot Kret suggested to have a professional marketing person speak at the next meeting.  Staff will contact Pima County Graphics Department and the Webmaster to see if they can attend the meeting.

· Speaker Bureau – Marcia suggested that a WIB or Community Coalition Committee member give a presentation at the various organizations.   Marcia asked staff to send an email message to the members asking them if they could schedule a 5-minute presentation about the WIB at their organizations.  Presentations could be given by the member, Clayton Hamilton, or Jim Mize.
· Email Newsletter – The content of the newsletter was discussed.  Suggestions include: 1) information about current interesting WIB activities, 2) statement from an agency or client that gave a presentation at the WIB meeting, 3) current events (e.g. job fair, new grants) and 4) highlighting a new member that joined the WIB.  “Who” should receive the newsletters was also discussed and it was decided the businesses that attended the December WIB meeting would receive the newsletter and from there build a database.  The email should be sent by the affiliate.
