I. Call to Order – at 7:43 a.m.  Clayton Hamilton chaired the meeting.  The committee agreed to combine today’s Executive Committee and Board Development Committee meetings due to common issues and an action item being discussed.  It was agreed that the Board Development Committee meeting be held first in order to accommodate any action items that first need to be approved by the Board Development Committee (i.e. membership).  The Board Development Committee will be held from 7:30-8:30 a.m.  The Executive Committee Meeting will be held from 8:30-9:30 a.m.  Staff will find a new location for these meetings.
II. Review Meeting Summary – Reviewed.
III. Summary of Current Events – Casey reported that the One Stop Services will be receiving additional stimulus funds of $377,000.  The funds will become available once the funding for either the adult or dislocated worker programs has been spent.  He anticipates that this will occur this spring.   Hank Atha mentioned that there continues to be issues with the job training funds and the need to continue the funding by restoring the swept funds.
IV. Action:  Review and approval of Workforce Investment Board (WIB) Membership applications – Applications were received from Paul Roughton, Joshua Wright, Jonathan Peck, and Paul Lyons.  Motion to approve applications made by Tom Hinman.  Noreen Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion approved unanimously.
V. Action:  Approve Workforce Investment Act (WIA) Plan amendment. “Low wage or part time incumbent worker” was added to the Plan – Motion to approve the amendment made by Hank Atha.  Tom Hinman seconded the motion.  Motion approved unanimously.  The next step will be the approval of the Plan by the Planning Committee, WIB, and Board of Supervisors.  
VI. Review Pima County WIB Bylaws – Changes to the Bylaws to include all subcommittee chairs on the Executive Committee, Section A.  Three new subcommittees (Faith Based, Community Coalition, and Skilled Employee Resource Development) were added to Section D. Subcommittees.  The committee discussed the pros and cons of this change and agreed to make the change.  Motion to approve the WIB Bylaws change made by Hank Atha.  Linda Arzoumanian seconded the motion.  Motion approved unanimously.  The approval of the WIB Bylaws will be an action item on the February WIB agenda.
VII. Discuss WIB member/speaker presentations for the next WIB meeting – Lee Smith agreed to give a presentation on Workforce Challenges faced by TREO at the February meeting.   Hank suggested inviting the Tucson Convention & Visitors Bureau and Arizona Tech Park to give a presentation.   Noreen stated that Colleen Niccum, Director of Communications at Raytheon will give a presentation about the Teacher Intern Program.  Casey suggested getting a speaker from the educational system to give a presentation.  Linda suggested having a panel discussion (Dr. Clement, Jay St. John, Dr. Sheldon, Roy Flores).  Clayton will contact them about speaking at the March WIB meeting and Linda will follow up.  Ed Parker suggested having a Legislative panel give their point of view on education and economic development at a WIB meeting.  Clayton suggested tabling this for future discussion.  Staff will find a member for the Member Spotlight segment.
