VI. Workforce Investment Board Objectives Summary – Clayton Hamilton
Clayton summarized the three principles changes of the WIB.
1. Membership Committee has been changed to Board Development Committee to focus on a more strategic approach in recruiting more businesses to join the WIB.

Community Coalition Community was established to develop a marketing plan to promote more awareness of the One Stop Services and WIB to the community.
3.
Skilled Employee Resource Development Committee was formed.  The committee’s goal is to assist skilled workers or relocated spouses to find jobs and connect with the workforce.  TREO and Southern Arizona Leadership Council are supporting this goal.  These changes support economic development.   Peg asked “What are ways the Faith Based Committee can help inform the community about the WIB.”  Clayton suggested forwarding any potential businesses that would be a good candidate for the WIB to him and he would contact them.  
VII. Yearn Grant Update – Walter Henderson
Walter summarized the purpose of the $300,000 Yearn grant which is restorative justice, employment, education, and reentry for youth ages 17-21.  There will be case managers and mentors.  AZ Dept of Juvenile of Corrections is one of the partners.  RFQ’s have been written and released.   The grant ends in June 2010.  The implemented grant will be for three years for $3 million and the Yearn grant needs to be successful in order to get this grant.
