b. One Stop Services Report – Reviewed.  Enrolled customers for July 1-December 31, 2009 totaled 4,132 compared to 1,881 for 2008.  The Case Manage/Job Development totaled 2,284 compared to 907 for 2008.  Most of the closures and placements resulted from the Youth Summer Program.  There were 912 closures which 575 consisted of youth.  There were 806 clients placed in jobs which 545 were youth.  Number of calls and visits were extremely high during the last six months.
c. Performance Report – Reviewed.  All categories were 90+% or above except for “Average Earnings Gain for Older Youth”.
d. Industry Information – Reviewed the Rapid Response report for the year.  There was an additional report that showed the total layoffs and events from 2004 to 2009.  The year 2009 had the highest number of layoffs.
