I. Call to Order – at 8:34 a.m.   Noreen Nelson chaired the meeting.
II. Review Meeting Summary – Reviewed.
III. Monthly Reports Review

a. Agency Reports – Reviewed.  Mary Brodesky stated that DKA has the lowest number of clients served due to shortage of staff.  Changes from the previous report: COPD and Tucson Urban League staff increased one and Pima County increased to two additional staff.  PPEP has the highest number of people served.  PPEP will not be serving as many people in October due to staff attending conferences.  The grand total of people served is 2,355.  Closures and placements continue to remain low for most of the agencies.  The industry that had the most placements was truck driving.  The average wage in placement (AWP) is $12.27.  Jim provided information on the AWP for:  adults - $13.41/hr, dislocated workers - $15.05/hr, and various industries - health $15.89/hr, transportation $13.20/hr, and healthcare $12.44/hr.
b. One Stop Services Report – Reviewed.  Mary summarized the report.  The total enrolled customers for 2009 YTD are 3,291 and in 2008 it was 1,587.  Case Manage/Job Development has more than doubled from last year.  Closures and placements for the One Stop continue to remain low especially for Youth.  Number of calls for September 2009 equals 10,705 and September 2008 it was 8,933.  The number of Customer Visits at centers for September 2009 was 10,820 and for September 2008 it was 5,604.  On the job training (OJT) was higher in 2009 than 2008.
c. Performance Report – Not reviewed due to pending data needed to finalize the report.
d. Industry Information – Jim Mize gave the Rapid Response update.  There were 8 events effecting 126 positions.
