I. Call to Order – Chair, Clayton Hamilton, called the meeting to order at 7:42 a.m.   
II. Pledge of Allegiance – All.
A public/private partnership to improve Pima County’s workforce

III. Summary of Current Events – Clayton mentioned that President Barack Obama was awarded the 2009 Nobel Peace Prize.
IV. Staff Report – Charles Casey, Jim Mize, and Dorothée Harmon
Jim summarized the Rapid Response activities for the last 4 months:  June - 5 events/closing of 661 positions, July - 2 events/closing of 54 positions, August - 5 events/closing of 392 positions and September - 8 events/closing of 126 positions.  Call centers had the most layoffs.
Casey stated that 45% of WIA stimulus funds have been spent as of August 31.  Most of the funds for the Youth Programs have been spent.  One third of the funds for adults and dislocated worker have been spent.  The special project for dislocated workers (consisting of two basic education classes through Pima Community College) is completed.  The other special project consists of two new classes (another contextual health basic education class and contextual green trades class) starts in October.  The three initiatives for discretionary stimulus funds have been submitted.  They include Pathways out of Poverty - Green Training, Statewide green proposal, and Health training proposal for the WIRED region.  One Stop recently received a new grant for $325,291 for development of green training for 135 people.

Dorothée gave an update on Innovation Frontier AZ/WIRED activities.  The WIRED training enrollments for border security, engineer/technology/aerospace, entrepreneurship teaching training, information technology/defense, STEM teacher training, transportation/distribution/logistics include 403 participants and 782 courses.  Entrepreneurship grants for workshops - $102,500 for 1,130 people, STEM online classes for K-8 science teachers, and logistics training.  She distributed flyers regarding new classes for Logistics/Supply Chain Management and K-8 teachers.
V. Action Item:  Noreen Nelson moved to approve the membership of Arnold Palacios.  Linda Arzoumanian seconded the motion.  Motion approved unanimously.
VI. Action Item:  Paula Stuht moved to approve the September meeting minutes.  Judy Clinco seconded the motion. Motion approved unanimously. 
VII. Presentations 

· Solar Project Report – Lee Smith (rescheduled as he was unable to attend the meeting)
· Arizona Budget – Vic Williams 
Vic from District 26 gave an overview on the budget and entertained questions.  He also distributed information on the May 2009 Budget Briefing which included Arizona’s revenue streams, trends, expenditures,  and budget solutions/reforms.
· Portable, Practical Education Preparation (PPEP) – Barbara Simcoe

Barbara gave a history of PPEP which began serving the needs of low-income, rural residents of Pima Count in August 1967.  PPEP programs include services for people with developmental disabilities, housing, and counseling.  There is a workforce development program for seasonal and migrant farm workers and their dependents which provide services for legal alien or US citizens.  PPEP also provides emergency/crisis and disaster assistance.  Brochures were available for those interested.
VIII. Subcommittee Updates

· Skilled Employee Resource Development Committee – Paula Stuht 
Paula gave an overview about this new committee.  The first meeting was in September and the committee discussed ways to provide assistance for skilled workers.  One of the committee’s objectives is to ensure businesses in the community understand the availability of the displaced skilled workers.  She read the committee’s Statement of Purpose.  The committee meets the 4th Tuesday of the month starting at 9:30 a.m. held at the Metropolitan Chamber of Commerce and she invited anyone interested to attend the meeting.
IX. Member Spotlight – Tom Hinman
Tom has been on the WIB since August 2006.  He works for Evergreen Air Center located at Pinal Air Park and has been there for 30 years.  The company provides inspection, engineering, and repair service for aircraft.  They also are a major participant in the US Civil Reserve Air Fleet (CRAF) program and provide assistance when there is a national emergency.  The company is service oriented.  He has served on several boards which led him to join the WIB.  He is the Director of Training and Community Relations and is responsible for training of 600 people.
