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Questions and Answers
1. Are there points for the budget?  Yes, the points were inadvertently left off the first version.  They are now in the RFP package.
2. Is a signature page required?  Yes, your proposal should have a cover page with an original signature from an authorized signer and a list of the sections you are proposing (see page 15, item C.)
3.  What is the order of sequence for answering the questions in the General Information section (page 16)?  List the answers in the order as listed on the page and keep the responses brief.
4. What information do you need about our agency's Board of Directors?  Just a list.
5.  In the Workforce Development Information section (page 16) it states “indicate which staff person (from your organizational chart) will have overall responsibility for this contract, if awarded, and what experience that staff member(s) has.  How should this information be submitted?  Briefly answer the question here and attach an organizational chart.
6. Is the budget and budget narrative separate?  For the proposal section(s) you are responding to, show the cost for one FTE, the detail for one FTE and the narrative.  Also show the projected cost for five years.
7. When will the recommendations be released and should proposers be present at the meeting?  The recommendations will be released on Tuesday, February 21 and proposers may be asked to be present and available for questions on their proposal.
8. Should we specify the type of client(s) we want to work with?  Yes, in Question 4 of the Workforce Development Information section (pages 17-18) you should indicate if you prefer to focus on one or more of the three general WIA populations (i.e. adult, dislocated worker, youth).
9. Why does both page 21 and 22 have “at your agency” for Workforce Development Specialist (WDS).  In preparing the RFP package we tried to minimize the duplication in the package, even though we expect that different subcommittees will review different section proposals.  The RFP is now reformatted to clarify the intent.   Additional questions are now in the WDS at your agency section.  These questions are also in the WDS at the One Stop section.  The pages will be changed – page 21 will only be for WDS at the One Stop and pages 22-23 will be for WDS at your agency.  Please note:  Because of this change the RFP package is now 36 pages.
