The City of Tucson and Pima County are accepting comments on the DRAFT City of Tucson/Pima County  5-year  Consolidated Plan and the City of Tucson and Pima County FY 2011 Annual Plans.  The  30-day public comment period runs from April 5, 2010 through May 4, 2010.

These plans provide an assessment of the community needs, goals, and priorities in the areas of affordable housing, human services, and other programs designed to improve the quality of life for low- and moderate income residents throughout the City and County.  

The 5-year plan serves as the City-County Consortium guide for investment of federal funds for the period covering July 1, 2010 through June 30, 2014.
