The Employee Council is planning a food drive for the Community Food Bank throughout the month of September 2008.  Empty boxes will be delivered to departments by members of the Employee Council.  Apart from food, other types of donations sorely needed are toiletries. If someone would like to mail a check directly to the food bank instead of donating food or toiletry  items, that is also acceptable. When the boxes are full, each department may contact the food bank directly for pick up.
