A greenhouse gas inventory was completed but a 
reduction target has not  been established pending 
the completion of a comprehensive energy plan to be 
funded by federal Energy  Efficiency and Conservation  
Block Grant funds.
The County adopted several programs in FY 2009 that 
should have resulted in greenhouse gas emission  
reductions, including the expansion of the County  
recycling program from 10 to 65 facilities, the imple-
mentation of energy conservation measures by the 
Facilities Management Department, a reduction in 
vehicle travel, and the replacement of larger capacity 
trucks with more fuel-efficient vehicles as part of Fleet 
Services “right-sizing” effort.
