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BACKGROUND 
 
 
 

In May of 1997, Pima County Voters approved a general obligation bond package hence 
creating the Neighborhood Reinvestment Program. The benefit of this program is for 
“neighborhood organizations seeking to stabilize and improve their communities can 
leverage small scale, targeted capital improvements proposed under this program into 
anchors and focal points around which the residents can mobilize to make their 
neighborhoods safer for their children and themselves”1.  
 
Again in May of 2004, Pima County voters voted to continue the progress made by the 
Neighborhood Reinvestment Program and extend the program to cover all of Pima 
County. Again the program shall, “continue to be neighborhood or community driven, 
with projects originating with residents acting in concert to achieve community goals.” 
 
To date, twelve 2004 Neighborhood Reinvestment Bond Projects have been completed, 
and 40 have been approved by the Pima County Board of Supervisors. Eight 1997 
Neighborhood Reinvestment Projects have also been completed and were included in this 
survey. The number of Pima County residents who have benefited directly from these 
completed projects is approximately 302,552.2 Bond funding of $8,099,5913 has been 
reinvested in these communities, through these neighborhood driven projects.  
 
The information contained within is compiled from a community satisfaction survey sent 
to all Neighborhood Associations which have completed projects from the 1997 
Neighborhood Reinvestment Bond Funds as well as the 2004 Neighborhood 
Reinvestment Bond Funds. These projects are located throughout Pima County and 
within some of the most stressed areas as described by the 2000 Census4.  
 
These surveys are submitted upon project completion and returned to Neighborhood 
Reinvestment staff. Each year, an annual report is compiled from these surveys and is 
presented to the County Administrator demonstrating the impact on communities as a 
result of Neighborhood Reinvestment Program project development. During FY 07/08, a 
total of 19 surveys were submitted to neighborhoods with a 95% return ratio.
