SOLICITATION: Pima County Community Services Employment and Training/Pima Vocational High School is soliciting proposals from Proposers qualified, responsible and willing to provide the following services in compliance with all solicitation specifications and requirements contained or referenced herein. Proposals accepted will be issued a contract prior to request for services. Contract awards will be for fee-for-service and issued from November 1, 2009 through October 31, 2010 and may be extended for up to four additional, one-year periods. All submitted information will become public record unless the Proposer clearly notes information is proprietary.

GENERAL DESCRIPTION: Proposers to provide academic and/or Fine Arts instruction to youth aged 16-21, and/or program consultant services to youth services program providers to meet State and Federal legislative requirements: 
Academic instruction for youth aged 16 to 21, shall include services that advance youth toward the 
attainment of their high school diploma, significant improvement in mastery of Arizona academic standards as measured by the AIMS test, and afterschool arts instruction and vocational training leading to improve school attendance In addition program consultant services include qualified professionals that meet the requirements of the ARRA stimulus grants This RFP consists of two categories, proposers may propose for one or both categories:

· Category I – Basic Education in Math and/or Language Arts, Dance, Visual Arts, or Interior Design (maximum 10 hours per week and funded by 21st Century Community Learning Center grants)


· Category II – Program consultant services provided through the program year as needed to assist the program administrators in data-driven instruction, implementation of strategies for continuous school improvement to meet Federal program requirements, and/or development of school-to-work internships to meet ARRA stimulus fund grant requirements. (funded by ARRA federal stimulus grants)

INSTRUCTIONS TO PROPOSERS

SECTION 1:  BACKGROUND
A. Purpose of this Request for Proposal

The purpose of the Category I within this Request for Proposal (RFP) is for Pima County Community Services Employment and Training/Pima Vocational High School to identify qualified providers of academic and/or fine arts instruction leading to improved school attendance by at-risk youth participants.  In addition, the academic tutoring services will result in significant progress by the participants in the mastery of Arizona academic standards as measured by the Arizona AIMS test. Category I of this program has been funded by the Federal 21st Century Learning Center Grant. 
The purpose of the Category II Request is to identify qualified providers of program consultant services in the areas of data-driven instruction, strategies for school improvement, and/or development of internships for school-to-work programs. Category II of this program has been funded through the ARRA federal stimulus grants. 
The contracts entered into under this Request for Proposal (RFP) will begin approximately November 1, 2009 and end on October 31, 2010. They may be extended for up to four additional one-year period depending upon available funding and provider performance.
This RFP has two (2) categories (proposers may propose either category or both):
Category I – Basic education and/or fine arts instruction:

This category will serve youth ages 16-21 who have either overcome academic deficiencies or are overcoming those deficiencies and have not been successful in passing the Arizona AIMS test or advancing significantly toward their high school diploma. Highly qualified instructors in math, or language arts, or fine arts are encouraged to apply.  Youth participant goals need to be clearly defined and progress must be monitored and documented. Pima Vocational High School staff will assign participants to this program every 6 weeks, with possible extension based on progress and need.  Maximum compensation for instructors: 10 hours per week @ $20 per hour. (Grant funded)
Category II – Consultants to assist youth program administrators in development of strategies for data-driven instruction, and/or continuous school improvement, and/ or successful school-to-work internships for at-risk youth participants:

Services will be provided by highly qualified educational or vocational professionals who demonstrate understanding of the Arizona State Department of Education and Federal No Child Left Behind requirements for data-driven instruction and strategies for continuous improvement.  In addition, applicants for the vocational school-to-work component must demonstrate proficiency in placing at-risk youth in vocational internships.  Youth participant goals and outcomes must be clearly defined, monitored, and demonstrated by program’s end. Compensation will be determined based on the proposals most advantageous to the County submitted by the most qualified applicants for the needs of this program. (Grant funded) 

B. Goals/Expected Outcomes
Category I:

Youth participants in the academic instruction component funded under this RFP will achieve one or more of the following outcomes:

1. Attain a High School Diploma; 

2. Increase their basic academic skills as measured by AIMS testing, pre- and post-program standardized testing by one or more grade levels;

3. Achieve goals set in their Individual Education Plan
4. Participate in after school arts classes and enrichment,
Category II:
Consultants will assist the Community Services Employment and Training/Pima Vocational High School program administrators to meet:

1. The stated Arizona Department of Education and Federal No Child Left Behind requirements for data driven instruction and the benchmarks for continuous improvement;
2. The vocational school-to-work component outcomes to place the at-risk youth participants in viable  and career-appropriate school-to-work vocational internships;
Responses to this RFP will be used by Pima Vocational High School for the purpose of evaluating applicants. All Proposals shall be evaluated to determine which response is most advantageous to the High School and Pima County Community Services Employment and Training considering evaluation criteria, conformity to the specifications, and other factors.
