Urgent Care Center  
You may want to go to an Urgent Care Center if your 
PCP is not available and you need care fast. There is a 
good chance you won’t wait as long and pay less than 
going to Emergency Room.  You can be seen at an 
Urgent Care Center for: 

• Sprains 
• Strains 
• Minor Broken Bones (example: finger) 
• Minor Infections 
• Small Cuts  
• Sore Throats  
• Rashes 

 

Convenience Care Clinics such as 
MinuteClinic & Take Care Clinic are a 
convenient alternative for simple health services where 
no appointment is needed, wait time may be less and 
the overall cost may be lower. (See reverse side for listing.) 
 

Emergency Room 
Going to the Emergency Room is not always the 
best choice. True emergencies are treated first 
and other cases must wait – sometimes for hours 
and it will cost you more. Go to the Emergency 
Room for: 

• Heavy Bleeding 
• Large Open Wounds 
• Sudden Change in Vision 
• Chest Pain 
• Sudden Weakness or Trouble Talking 
• Major Burns 
• Spinal Injuries 
• Severe Head Injury 
• Difficulty Breathing 
• Major Broken Bones
