REGISTRATION FORMS AND FEES
Registrations are only accepted by mail. Faxed, phoned, or walk-in registrations are not permitted. Classes are filled 
on a first-received, first-registered basis. Register early to ensure a space in the class you want. Registration for 
unfilled spaces may be available the first week of a class, but you are strongly urged to register early.

The form must be filled out com-
pletely. We do not use the information for any purpose other 
than class registration and fee processing. A separate check 
or money order is required for classes at different class loca-
tions.

CLASS CONFIRMATION

addressed, stamped envelope with your registration form. If 
the class you register for is full you will be notified and, if 
available, offered an alternate choice. If no alternate is avail-
able, your check will be returned or your fee will be refunded 
if already processed.

CLASS CANCELLATION
A minimum number of people must register for a class in 
order for it to be held. A class will be cancelled if the mini-
mum number of registrations is not received by the registra-
tion deadline.

REFUNDS
