Tucson’s River of Words Youth Poetry and Art Contest
Rules and Guidelines

	 Tucson’s River of Words youth artists and poets are encouraged to express their understanding of water-
sheds and life cycles through original creations of poetry and visual art. 

	 The contest is open to youth who are 5–19 years old. 

	 Entries may be submitted at anytime throughout the year: 2012 contest entries must be postmarked 
or delivered in person by February 1, 2012. Tucson’s River of Words is not responsible for entries that are 
late or lost in the mail. 

	 Youth may submit as many entries as they like, but a separate entry form must be completed for each 
submission. 

	 Entrants may submit entries individually or through their school, scout troop, park district, summer 
camp, library, youth group, or other organization. 

	 Written poetry must be either typed or legibly written. 

	 Artwork should not exceed 11” by 17” in size. Acceptable media are paint, pencil, markers, ink, crayon, 
chalk or pastel (fixed), photography, cloth, collage, and computer art. Photo entries must be at least 8 x 
10 inches. Art entries must be done on paper that will allow for duplication, display or framing. Please, no 
notebook or typing paper, and do not mat, mount, laminate, frame, or fold artwork. 

	 The entrant’s name, age and grade, and school and teacher should be printed on the back side of the 
artwork or poem and a completed Entry Form must be attached. 

	 Collaborative poems and artwork are accepted, but only a single prize and/or certificate of appreciation 
will be presented. 

	 Submissions become property of Tucson’s River of Words. Through submission of poetry or artwork, con-
testants and their legal guardians grant non-exclusive reproduction and publication rights to the works 
submitted. 

	 Entries are judged by age category: Category 1: grades K–1; Category 2: grades 2–3; Category 3: grades 
4–6; Category 4: grades 7–12. 

	 The number of finalists to be selected by the judges is determined by Tucson’s River of Words based on 
the total number of submissions for each category. 

	 One grand prize winner is selected by the judges in each age category for poetry and art. Tucson’s River of 
Words reserves the right to not award a winner in any given category if no entry merits such designation. 

	 Finalists and grand prize winners will be notified by mail in April 2012. 

	 Finalists and grand prize winners receive certificates of award at a ceremony in April 2012. An exhibi-
tion of Tucson’s River of Words Award Winning Poetry and Art is displayed at several community galleries 
throughout the year. A booklet of Tucson’s River of Words Award Winning Poetry and Art is published and 
each finalist and grand prize winner receives a copy of the booklet that includes their work.
