of the median on Ina Road, two new traffic signals at Via Ponte Drive and the easternmost Safeway Center driveway,
modification of the existing signal at Ina Road/Oracle Road, milling and paving, a new storm drain, modification of existing
cross drainage facilities, striping, signing, and landscaping.

Liquidated damages for late delivery will be assessed per Pima County
Standard Specification Section 108-9.

A minimum goal of twelve percent (12.00%) for participation by Small Business Enterprises (SBE’s) as a percentage of the
total amount of the bid award is established for this project. All bidders should read the SBE Documents carefully.

The contractor must have the appropriate license issued by the State of Arizona Registrar of Contractors in order to bid and
maintain same through the duration of the project. Failure to have the appropriate license at the time of bid opening may
result in rejection of the bid without further recourse and award of the contract to the next low responsive, responsible
bidder.
